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This prayer book is published in memory of Rabbi Simeon Schreiber 
z”l, who originally commissioned its publication.

Rabbi Schreiber was a pillar of healing and compassion in our Jewish 
community. He was the founder, director, and lead chaplain of Visiting 
Chaplain Services, Inc., a not-for-profit agency providing comfort and 
support to anyone in spiritual or emotional distress. He was the Senior 
Staff Chaplain at Mt. Sinai Medical Center in Miami Beach, FL and Chap-
lain of the Bal Harbour Police Department. He wrote two pragmatic and 
spiritual guides — A Caring Presence: Bringing the Gift of Hope, Comfort 
and Courage: Guidelines for Visiting Hospital Patients, the Homebound 
Elderly, and Shiva/Bereaved Families and From Mourning to Morning: A 
Comprehensive Guide to Mourning, Grieving and Bereavement.  He was 
a staff member of Mishkan Miami: The Jewish Connection for Spiritual 
Support — a program of the Greater Miami Jewish Federation, where he 
mentored and inspired many.

Rabbi Schreiber was a master chaplain. In his chaplaincy work, he  
provided a caring, listening presence to all. If there was one teaching he 
always focused upon, it was the idea that doing good for another means 
not what feels good to you, but what feels good to that person. For that 
to happen, one needs to be silent and listen to the soul of the one pres-
ent. He recognized others’ needs on their own terms.  In his life, he did 
this with thousands of people. An hour visit could be transformative be-
cause in that moment he was ready to lend a listening ear. He was a ray of 
light, bringing hope, comfort and support to all visited. 

May each of us learn the compassion embodied by Rabbi Simeon  
Schreiber. He is dearly missed.
